Nancy Sikes-Kline moved to approve the Transportation Improvement
Program for FY 2021/22 through FY 2025/26; Wayne Bolla seconded;

motion unanimously carried.

E. GENERAL MARKETING CONSULTANT RANKING

Mr. Sheffield informed the Board that in February 2021, the North Florida TPO
issued an RFP for Marketing Communications Consultant Services, receiving
three responses. The proposals were submitted and evaluated through the
JTA’s Bonfire Procurement Portal. After thorough review by the Evaluation
Committee, the following represents the final ranked order of those firms best
qualified to perform the requested Scope of Services:

1. M. Victoria Pennington Marketing and Public Affairs
2. Acuity Design Group
3. S&S Insights Inc.

It is our intent to contract with the top ranked firm listed above to provide support
to the TPO’s Public Affairs Manager in media, communications and marketing,
public involvement, and Title VI efforts. The firm under contract is eligible to work
for the TPO on a work task order basis, but work is not guaranteed.

Mr. Sheffield asked for questions.



Nancy Sikes-Kline commented that over the years she has enjoyed
working with Ms. Pennington and commended her work.

Nancy Sikes-Kline moved to approve the short-list of firms for the
Marketing Communications Consultant Services and for staff to begin
contract negotiations with the top ranked firm; Thomas Ford seconded;
motion unanimously carried

F. SMART NORTH FLORIDA UPDATE

Craig Bowman, Director of Integrated Solutions — Miller Electric, gave a brief
presentation on the Community Connect project.

Mr. Bowman asked for questions.

Christian Whitehurst wanted to know if there is any recent data to validate
this program.

Mr. Bowman responded that there is a large amount of data to validate the
program’s success. For example, crimes have been solved within hours
of them occurring due to this technology.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT

Staff anticipates presenting a draft list of CMAQ and SU projects to the
Board in August with approval in September.

General Planning Consultant contracts are anticipated to be executed and
in place by August.

Mr. Sheffield recognized Ms. Wanda Forrest for her many years of service
to the TPO and congratulated her on her upcoming retirement June 30.

Nancy Sikes-Kline commented that she has enjoyed Ms. Forrest’s positive
attitude and upbeat personality. Ms. Sikes-Kline congratulated Ms.
Forrest on her retirement.

Chairman Newby also congratulated Ms. Forrest on her retirement.

Wanda Forrest commented that she has enjoyed her time at the North
Florida TPO and is looking forward to the next chapter in her life.

SECRETARY OF TRANSPORTATION'S REPORT

Secretary Evans gave the following update.



e The Edgewood Avenue project was bid and no responses were received.
Secretary Evans commented that it is due to the lack of available
workforce.

o Jeff Sheffield asked Secretary Evans to give a brief overview of what is
taking place on SR 301.

Secretary Evans informed the Board that FDOT is preparing a test
roadway on SR 301 to test various roadway materials. Drivers will
experience a different roadway material every 50 feet and real-time data
will be collected.

e FDOT anticipates receiving federal stimulus dollars to construct roadway
projects that are “shovel ready”.

J. AUTHORITY REPORTS

James Bennett — JAXPORT - The harbor deepening project is three years
ahead of schedule. The final phase of the berth reconstruction project will be
finished in December.

Mike Cole — Nassau County Ocean Highway and Port Authority - Tonnage is
down. New cranes have arrived and will be operational shortly. Things are
running smoothly at the port.

Ari Jolly — Jacksonville Transportation Authority — On May 19, JTA
increased on-board bus capacity from 25 to 30 passengers. JTA first reduced
seating limits in March 2020 as the COVID-19 pandemic began to affect
Jacksonville, among local lockdowns and restrictions. As vaccination rates
increase and local positivity rates decrease, JTA is implementing a phased
approach to returning to full capacity on board its buses. Customers and
employees are still required to wear a face mask while on board buses, Skyway
trains, other transportation services, as well as indoor JTA facilities through at
least September 13.

The Jacksonville City Council approved legislation May 26 to extend and expand
the local option gas tax (LOGT) to fund nearly $1 billion worth of road and
transportation infrastructure projects. The program includes a 10-year extension
of the current $0.06 LOGT through 2046 and an additional $0.06 added through
2051.

The U.S. Green Building Council has certified the JRTC at LaVilla as a LEED
Gold facility, a first for the JTA. The U.S. Green Building Council uses LEED,
which stands for leadership in energy and environmental design, as a building
rating system that provides a framework for environmentally-friendly and energy
efficient building standards. The JRTC at LaVilla received 63 out of 65 eligible
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credits for the “Build Design and Construction” category, which is used for new
constructions or major renovations of existing spaces. LEED Gold certification
requires between 60-79 credits. The JRTC at LaVilla is the second LEED
certified facility built by the JTA. The Intercity Bus Terminal is a LEED Silver
certified building.

Construction is ongoing on runway “D”.

Matt Schellhorn — U.S. Navy Representative — Mr. Schellhorn thanked Denise
Bunnewith and Ben Moore for the A-1-A study.
